If you choose this alternative researchers will only be able to cite brief sections in accordance with fair use but will not be able to incorporate the paper into a larger work or use extensive sections or the whole work without your permission or the permission of your heirs.

Because it is often difficult to track down the copyright owner of a work or that person’s heirs, we recommend for ease of administration that you choose item 1 or 2.
